  National Library Week will be celebrated April 10th – 16th.   National Library Week is an annual celebration acknowledging the contributions of our nation's libraries and librarians.  Today’s libraries provide access to books, computers, homework help, assistance with resumes, job searches, adult education courses, and more.  The American Library Association encourages you to visit your library today.
  The Wallowa County Library will join in the celebration with a display table at the Courthouse.  The table will highlight the services provided by the library and give out free books to local children.
  The County Library offers 23,000 books and materials for loan averaging over 12,600 check outs annually.  The County Library operates the branches sites in Troy and Imnaha.  These sites are currently recording over 400 checkouts per month.
  The County also operates the outreach programs Training Wheels, Up & Away, and “Deliver-Me-A-Book!.”  Training Wheels offers early literacy programs to promote school readiness and serves over 300 children annually.  Services include storytimes, free children’s books, books for loan, ready to learn activities, and parent resources.  Programs are provided to child care sites, city libraries, and agency sites.  Up & Away provides weekly afterschool programs at Wallowa’s Exploration, the Enterprise Public Library, and the Joseph City Library. “Deliver-Me-A-Book!” offers doorstep delivery of library services to patrons.  Deliveries are made once a month in the Lostine/Wallowa area, and twice a month in the Joseph/Enterprise area. Since beginning the program, the Library has made 4,282 deliveries providing patrons with 15,767 materials.
  Additional library services include museum passes available for checkout for the Maryhill Museum, the Tamastslikt Cultural Institute, and the Children Museum of Eastern Oregon.  Kill-A-Watt meters are also available for loan.
  The County also provides online services including magazines, newspapers, articles, the Learning Express Library, and more.  The Library catalog can be accessed through http://www.g3online.com/wallowa, and the other online services can be reached through http://www.wallowacounty.plinkit.org.  Books from the County Library can be requested through city libraries.  The Library is hoping to soon have ebooks available for loan.
